Members serve on
the Youth Advisory Board and get paid as Youth Apprentices on 5-level progressive track to develops skills to
become artistic instructors, administrative staff and/or community organizers.

Loco Bloco’s mission statement is to promote San Francisco youth’s healthy transition into adulthood by
engaging them in the creation and performance of music, dance and theater traditions reflecting the cultural
diversity of the Americas. Loco Bloco encourages its youth to use multicultural arts forms as a tool for their
own empowerment and as a catalyst to help them overcome discrimination and bring about change in their
communities.

¢ Must be a dedicated participant Loco Bloco classes, activities & events.

e Must have Interest, involvement and/or skill in the performing arts relevant to Loco Bloco.

e Must be willing to learn while having fun.
